Visual Revision

the key idea is to ma ke it visual to allow you to
draw links between stages, content and images.
When you have the same information in words
and visuals it gives you two ways of
remembering the information later on.

Creating an Effective Revision Timetable

You will have probably heard that creating a revision timetable can really support successful
revision, however not all revision timetables are created equal - some are far more impactful
than others! This revision timetable will help you carry out far more purposeful and effective
revision. The key is to be SMART about your learning:

1 Set a SPECIFIC target, rather than =~ something vague or general.

1 How will you MEASURE if your revision has been successful?

1 Set a challenging, but ATTAINABLE target. Frequent, small gains are the key to
successful and secure learning.

1 Is your target REALISTIC?

1 Remember, you have many subjects to revise for, you need to divide your time wisely
and so your targets need to be TIME -BOUND.

You should also beware of falling into the trap of revising the subjects that you enjoy the

most and nothing else. You are probably performing better in your f avourite subjects already
and it is essential that you demonstrate well -rounded, balanced knowledge and skills to
prospective colleges and employers. Anyone can excel in 1 or 2 subjects, the aim is to

perform as well as you possibly can across all of your courses. You should therefore plan to
revise the subjects that you are not so confident in, more frequently.

GCSEENglish Literature Paper 1:

Paper 1 will consist of a choice of 2 of the following 3 options. Pleasehighlight and/or V the 2
options we have chosen. Eachquestion will be worth 30 marks. There will be no marks for SPaG.

1A: Power and Conflict Poetry.
You will be given 1 poem and a theme/idea and askedto choose 1 other poem from the
anthology to make a comparison.

1B: A Christmas Carol.
You will be given an extract from 6 £hristmasC a r antl askedto write about the
development of a specific theme/character/idea in that extract, and in the text asa whole.

1C: Animal Farm.
You will be given a choice of 2 questions, with no extract. Each question will askyou to write
about the development of a specific theme/character/idea throughout the text.

In the exam you will have 50 minutes to answer a question on one text. Theseexam scripts will
then be collected in by the invigilators. You will then have 50 minutes to answer a question on the
second text.

You should spend: 15 minutes planning; 35 minutes writing; and10 minutes checking your
response and identifying where you can improve your analysisand/or explanation of the effects of
writer <libices.

MATHEMATICS GCSE (Edexcel)
The Exam
Edexcel GCSE (9-1) Reference 1MA1

Students will be examined on their knowledge, skills and understanding of mathematical methods and
concepts, covering five broad areas.

1 Number
1 Ratio and Proportion
1 Algebra

1 Geometry & Measures
f Statistics and Probability

Students will use their knowledge and understanding to make connections between mathematical concepts
and apply them to a range of problems. The aims of the examination are to enable students to:

1 Demonstrate knowledge, skills and understanding.

1 Select and apply techniques to solve problems.

1 Reason, make deductions and inferences, and draw conclusions.

1 Interpret and communicate information appropriate to the information and context.

It is essential that all students have their own mathematical equipment, including a scientific calculator, a
ruler, a protractor and pair of compasses. These are required in every lesson and critically for the exams.
Much of the work in class is dependent on their use and students who continually fail to bring the right
equipment will put themselves at a disadvantage in the exams.

How you will be assessed

Mathematics is a linear course and will be examined by three papers at the end of year 11. It is offered at
two different tiers, Higher (Grades 4 to 9) and Foundation (Grades 1 to 5). Each paper carries an equal
weighting towards the final grade in each tier.

Foundation level Paper 1 Non Calculator 1% hours
Paper 2 Calculator 1Y% hours
Paper 3 Calculator 1Y% hours

Higher Level Paper 1 Non Calculator 1¥2 hours
Paper 2 Calculator 1% hours
Paper 3 Calculator 1Y% hours

Revision
1. Practice Questions & Mock Exams: Some time will be provided during lessons to revise topics and
practice answering GCSE questions, not least through the mock exams themselves. Mock exams are
often the best way to identify gaps in understanding and then to close these gaps as we go through
the answers in class.

2. At the appropriate time we will use exam practice papers for homework and have revision clubs after
school where students can receive extra guidance on topic gaps and complete further exam practice.

3. Each student has been issued with an on-line revision programme linking all the topics studied to on-
line resources (from a website MathsGenie). Each topic includes a video reminder of the topic, a
range of past GCSE questions and worked solutions.

4. Revision books are available to buy in school including Revision Guides and Workbooks at
Foundation and Higher. Each book is £2.50.

This means your answer if marked not only
on the comprehension of the questions/topic, but your ability to write a well-structured answer
using correct terminology, spelling, punctuation and grammar. These questions will ask you to
discus, compareand justify. You will need to plan your answer carefully for this question, providing
a range of evidence to support your points. You will also spend the most amount of time on this
guestions from around 8-10 minutes.
